A. Each team will receive four 30 second time outs. No timeouts will be added for over
time games.
8. Teams with the same records
A. Please see the tie breaking procedure hanging by the brackets and on the web site.
If your team is involved in a three way tie, it is the coach’s responsibility to contact
OYB to make sure of proper seeding. DO NOT take the word of the site director.
9. Reporting Scores
A. Both coach’s need to make sure the final score is on the official score sheet and that
the winning team is listed correctly
B. It is the responsibility of each coach to check the board at the main site to make sure
the scores were called in correctly. Mistakes can be made when scores are called in.
