Game Rules

1. Length of Games
A. All games in the 3rd - 4th - 5th - 6th grade games will be played in two 12 minute halves
B. All games in the 7th thru 10/11th grade games will be played in two 14 minute halves
2. Overtime Periods
A. First overtime will be 3 minutes long
B. Each overtime after the first will be one minute long.
C. No extra time-outs will be given for overtime.
3. Clock
A. The clock will stop on every whistle and stay stopped until ball is back in play
B. If a team is behind by 20 points or more in the 2nd half, the clock will continue to run,
except on shooting fouls and time outs.
