For West Middle School (503 N. Cable Road, 45805): From North or South, Take I-75 to exit
125 (Route 309). Turn west and stay in right lane (it bends to the right). Go past high school and
through downtown until the street becomes a boulevard (grass between). 2™ light is Cable Road.
Turn right on Cable. Next light is University. Turn left and bend to the right to the parking lot.
From East (Columbus) follow 117 to Lima, and turn left at Harding Highway (Rt. 309) and
follow directions from north or south of Lima. From west of Lima, follow route 30 to Lima (use
route 309 in Delphos). After you see the mall, turn left at the next intersection (Cable Road).
Look for West at the 5" light on the right.

For North Middle School (1135 N. West Street, 45801): From North or South, Take I-75 to
exit 125 (Route 309). Turn west and stay in right lane (it bends to the right). Go past the high
school downtown to Main Street. Turn right. Take Main to 4" light (Grand Ave). Turn left on
Grand and turn right at second light (West Street). At the next light, North MS is on the left.
From East (Columbus) follow 117 to Lima, and turn left at Harding Highway (Rt. 309) and
follow directions from north or south of Lima.

For South Middle School (755 St. Johns Ave., 45804): From north or south of Lima, take 4™
street exit in Lima. Turn west and go over railroad tracks to first light (St. Johns Ave). Turn
right. When street splits, get in left lane. At the next light, you see South Middle School. From
East (Columbus) follow 117 to Lima, and turn left at the light after Super Walmart (Greeley
Chapel). At the next stop sign (4th street), turn right and follow the above directions. From west
of Lima, take route 309 through Lima until you pass the YMCA. Turn right at Main Street. At
the second light, Vine Street, turn left. At the next light, South Middle School is on your left.

For Heritage Elementary School (816 College Ave., 45805): From North or South, Take I-75
to exit 125 (Route 309). Turn west and stay in right lane (it bends to the right). Go through
downtown and past 2™ hospital (St. Rita’s). At the 3" light (Cole Street), turn right. Turn right
at the 2™ light (Rice Ave) and go one block to College Ave. Turn left and into the parking lot.
From East (Columbus) follow 117 to Lima, and turn left at Harding Highway (Rt. 309) and
follow directions from north or south of Lima. From west of Lima, follow route 30 to Lima (use
route 309 in Delphos). After a half mile past the mall you will see an exit for Grand Ave. Take
Grand and turn right on Cole Street. At the next light (Rice Ave) turn left.

For OSU-Lima (4240 Campus Drive, 45804): Take exit 125 off of I-75, and take route 309
East until you pass through an intersection at Mumaugh. You will see sign for OSU-Lima on the
right after that. Turn left to go to campus. Turn right at stop sign into parking lot and go to the far
end of the parking lot. Gym is on the left (Cook Hall).

For Bradfield Center (550 S. Collett Street, 45805): From North or South, Take I-75 to exit
125 (Route 309). Turn west and stay in right lane (it bends to the right). Go through downtown
until St. Rita’s Hospital is on your right (Collett Street). Turn left on Collett. At the 3" light,
Bradfield Center is on the right. From East (Columbus) follow 117 to Lima, and turn left at
Harding Highway (Rt.

The higher seeded team when two teams have the same record after completion of pool play
will be determined by the winner of their head to head competition.

To determine the seeding when three teams have the same record after completion of pool play
we must use the plus/minus formula. Only gmesinvolving those teams ties will be used.

1. When two teams are tied and they played each other, we determine the higher seed by their
head to head result.

2. When two teams are tied and they have not played each other, we use the following to decide
the higher seed.
A. The best record of the opponents.

Team 2 and 3 aretied at with arecordof 1- 1
Team 2 opponents have a combined record of 3 - 1
Team 3 opponents have a combined record of 1 - 3
