5 Team Pools Only

1. When two teams are tied and they played each other, we determine the higher seed by their
head to head result.

2. When two teams are tied and they have not played each other, we use the following to decide
the higher seed.
A. The best record of the opponents.
Example
Team 2 and 3 aretied at with arecordof 1- 1
Team 2 opponents have a combined record of 3 - 1
Team 3 opponents have a combined record of 1 - 3
Team 2 isthe higher seed. If teams are still tied then goto B
B. The highest + - score
Example
Team 2 won by 3 and lost by 6 which = -3
Team 3 won by 12 and lost 10 which = +2
Team 2 isthe higher seed. If teams are till tied then goto C
C. The highest + - score of the opponents
Example
Team 2's opponents were a combined +8
Team 3's opponents were a combined + 6
Team 3 isthe higher seed. If teams are still tied flip a coin.
